     The monthly meeting of the Longstreet/Zollicoffer Camp 
SCV was held Sunday afternoon December 14th 2009 at 
the East Tennessee Historical Society with 26 members, 
guests and prospects present. Compatriot Gaylan Lane 
opened the meeting with the invocation followed by the 
salute to the flag and the charge to the SCV as read by Lt. 
Commander Lynn Hammond.

     Reports were given on the damage done to the 
caretaker’s house at the Confederate Cemetery in

Lincoln Uber Alles: 
Dictatorship Comes to America 

How Abraham Lincoln's presidency paved the 
way for today's bloated "Leviathan" government
